Change and loss are issues that affect all of us at some stage in our lives. At
St Francis of the Fields, we recognise that when changes occur in families through
death, separation, divorce or related circumstances, children and young people
may benefit from learning how to manage these changes effectively.

We are, therefore, offering a very successful education program called ‘Seasons for
Growth'. This program is facilitated in small groups and is based on research that
highlights the importance of social support and the need to practice new skills to
cope effectively with change and loss. The program focuses on issues such as self-
esteem, managing feelings, problem solving, decision making, effective
communication and support networks.

Seasons for Growth runs for eight weeks, and each weekly session is 40-50 minutes
during school hours. This program is being offered o all students.

Seasons for Growth will commence the second week of third term. If you think your
son or daughter would benefit from Seasons for Growth, we encourage you to talk
to him/her about this. Please fill out the ‘interested’ slip and return before Friday 19th
July.

What’s been happening in Foundation Science?

We're thrilled to finally finish our party hats as the exciting culmination of our recent exploration into materials
and their properties. The children designed and made party hats either suitable for a sunny or rainy
day. Through this task, the children explored how materials behave and can be manipulated. They then
proudly showcased their creations to their Grade 6 Buddies before taking the beautiful hats home.

Physical Science will be the focus next term as we learn about the way objects move and push and pull
forces.

Grade 3 children have been learning about materials and their properties for the last couple of weeks.
