Helping young people manage their disappointment is important in order to avoid stronger emotions
such as anxiety and depression. Although a parent's first reaction may be to fix the problem, it is
better to encourage your child to find the words to express how they feel.

In this Special Report, parents and caregivers are provided with strategies on how to help their child
process disappointment and look at the problem objectively.
